 ground hornbill 10 wild facts:
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They grow to 1 metre tall

They live together in groups of 3 to 12 birds
They live a long time, up to 70 years
They make a booming sound using their red
throat pouches
They spend a lot of the day on the ground
but they can fly
They eat insects, snakes, lizards, birds and
small mammals

A group of Hornbills only raises one chick a
year
They are fully grown at about 8 years old
They nest in holes high up in large trees
Their biggest threat is loss of nesting sites
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
